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IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
When using your hair clipper, basic safety precautions
should always be followed, including the ones outlined
in this manual.
General Information
Before using this device, read the instruction manual
very
carefully and retain it together with the receipt and, if
possible, the box and internal packaging.
• The device is suitable exclusively for private use and
its intended purpose
. This device is not intended for commercial use.
• The power supply unit is intended for use in dry rooms
only.
• Check that the voltage, polarity and output current of
the power supply match
the specifications on the connected device!
• Do not touch the power supply with wet hands while it
is connected to the mains!
• For cleaning, disconnect the device from the power
supply, if necessary.
• Ensure that the power supply cable does not get
kinked, pinched,
run over, or come into contact with sources of heat.
• Do not use a damaged power supply.
• Do not attempt to repair the device yourself; instead,
consult an authorised
specialist.
• The device and the power cable must be regularly
checked for signs of damage. If any damage is detected,
you must stop using the device.
• Use only original accessories.
• For the safety of your children, do not leave any
packaging materials (plastic bags,
cardboard, polystyrene, etc.) within reach.

•A damaged power cable must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent, or similarly qualified
personnel in order to avoid hazards.
• Always keep the cord away from heated surfaces.
• Do not pull, twist or wrap the cord around the device.
• Never insert foreign objects into the device openings.
• Check that the blades are properly adjusted before
cutting.
• Do not place the device on any surface while it is in
operation.
• Do not use the device if attachment combs are
damaged or if any teeth are missing, as this may cause
injuries.
• Do not use the device with wet hands.

Detailed Description
Lower blade

 Cut hair in a relaxed and calm manner. Move slowly across the entire head, making small cuts.
 Only cut off a small amount of hair at a time; you can always cut more later if needed.
 Comb the hair frequently while cutting to achieve the desired shape.
 Dry hair is easier to cut than wet hair, as the amount being cut off is easier to estimate.
CUTTING HAIR FOR THE FIRST TIME
Cutting hair takes practice; it is better to leave the hair longer the first time so you can get used to the length of the
attachment comb.
ATTACHMENT COMBS (See illustration)
 Attachment comb #1 for 3 mm (1/8 inch) hair length.
 Attachment comb #2 for 6 mm (1/4 inch) hair length.
 Attachment comb #3 for 9 mm (3/8 inch) hair length.
 Attachment comb #4 for 12 mm (1/2 inch) hair length.
The outer side of each attachment comb is marked in the centre with a corresponding indicator.
 To attach a comb, position it with the teeth facing upwards and slide it onto and along the blade until it clicks

securely into place.
 To remove a comb, simply pull it upwards away from the blade.
 For an even cut, quickly run the hair clipper/attachment comb through the hair. While cutting, frequently comb out

the cut hair and check for uneven sections.

STEP 1 - NECK
1. Attach the 3 mm or 6 mm comb.
2. Hold the clipper with the blades facing upwards and begin by cutting the hair at the centre of the nape (see Fig. 1).
3. Then hold the clipper comfortably in your hand, gently pressed against the head, with the teeth facing upwards.

Slowly move the blades upwards and outwards through the hair, cutting only a small amount at a time.
4. Slowly lift the clipper towards you as you cut. Continue trimming from the bottom of the neck upwards towards the

tops of the ears.
STEP 2 - BACK OF THE HEAD
Attach the next longer comb, 9 mm or 12 mm, and start trimming the back of the head (see Fig. 2).
STEP 3 - TEMPLES
 Attach a shorter comb, 3 mm or 6 mm, and trim the temples and the hair directly in front of the ears. You can then

use the 9 mm or 12 mm comb to cut the hair on top of the head (see Fig. 3).
STEP 4 – CROWN
 Attach the 9 mm or 12 mm attachment comb to cut the hair on the crown from back to front, against the direction

of hair growth (Fig. 4). In some cases, you can cut in the opposite direction, or from the forehead towards the
nape.

 If you want to cut the hair even shorter, use the 3 mm or 6 mm attachment comb.
 When cutting the longer hair on the crown, use the supplied comb to lift the hair. Cut above the comb, or secure a

strand of hair between your fingers and cut to the desired length (Fig. 5 and 6). Always start at the back of the
head. You can adjust the cutting length to your preference by reducing the distance between the comb/fingers and
the scalp. Comb out the cut hair and look for any uneven strands.

STEP 5 – TRIMMING
 Trimming is done without any attachment comb. Set the length adjuster to the lowest setting and trim the hair

around the neck and at the temples.
 To cut the hair at the temples in a straight line, turn the clipper over so that the underside is facing upwards (Fig.

7).
 Hold the clipper at a right angle to the head, with the tip of the blades lightly touching the skin, and move

downwards. This way, you achieve a clean cut, similar to a razor.
SHORT HAIRSTYLE
FLAT TOP AND SHORT CUT
 Attach the longest attachment comb (12 mm) and move the clipper from the nape up to the crown. Hold the

attachment comb flat against the head and move the device slowly through the hair as shown (Fig. 8).
 Do the same, cutting from the lower part of the head upwards to the top, as shown. Cut the hair against the

direction of growth from the front to the crown, then move on to the sides.
 For a flat top on the crown, you do not need an attachment comb. Instead, take a flat comb and cut the hair over it.
 For the hair at the nape, use the attachment comb for the shortest cut. Style the hair and check the result, as

previously described.

Accessories

BLADE ADJUSTMENT
Your device has been carefully checked to ensure that the blades are oile

d

and properly aligned before leaving our factory.
Blades must be adjusted if they have been removed for cleaning o

r

replacement.
When aligning, simply match the tips of the upper and lower teeth one afte

r

the other.
(The tips of the upper blade should be approximately 1.2 mm higher than those of the lower blade, as shown in the
illustration.)

______________________________________________
BLADE LEVER
 The lever is located by your thumb

(if you are right-handed) and can be easily adjusted while holding the
device.

 The cutting length can be gradually adjusted without an attachment
comb.

 To achieve the shortest cut, put the lever in the highest position. For a
longer cut, lower the lever.

 With the lever in the lowest position, you achieve a cut equivalent to using the #1 attachment comb.
 Using the lever extends the service life of the blades, as each setting uses a different cutting angle.
 The lever can also be used to dislodge any hair trapped between the blades without needing to remove the blades.
 To do this, move the lever between ‘short’ and ‘long’ several times while the device is running. Do this after each

use to clean any hair from the blades. If the clipper still isn’t cutting after this, replace the worn blades.
Cleaning
Never rinse the device under running water! Remove any hair residues using the brush provided. Wipe the housing with
a dry, lint-free cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaning agents.

NOTES ON CUTTING HAIR
Before cutting:
1. Make sure there is no oil between the teeth. Switch on the hair clipper to distribute the oil evenly between

the blades, and check it is operating smoothly. Wipe off any excess oil. Repeat this process after each use.
During operation, ensure that the power cable does not become twisted or entangled.

2. The person should sit in front of you so that their head is roughly at your eye level. This gives you a clear view of
the head while cutting and allows the clipper to sit comfortably in your hand.

3. Comb the hair thoroughly before cutting so that it sits freely in its natural position.
4. Place a towel around the neck and shoulders of the person having the haircut.
